Minutes of the NoMCO Meeting on Feb. 10, 2011

Eight people were in attendance.  They were Matt Dix, Sheila Ferrari, Vicki Haas, Jerry Koppel, Linda Koppel, Marge Kozel, Georgette Nabhani and Gary Woll.  A quorum requires an attendance of at least 10 members and this was not reached.

Vicki Haas announced that at the last NoMCO meeting, Ulysses Alonzo volunteered to act as chairman of a candidate forum committee which he will assemble.  Elections for School District 209, School District 89, the Village of Maywood, and the Maywood Park District are scheduled for this Apr.  Gary Woll said he could supply names and phone numbers of the candidates if they are needed for assembling the forum.

Vicki Haas approached AT&T for a possible sponsorship to cover the cost of renting trolleys for the housewalk, but was told that money is tight and that nothing could be promised at this time.  As a fund raiser, Vicki also stated that, possibly, a portion of receipts of sales of bedding plants could go towards a contribution to NoMCO.

Approximately 30 people attended the past NoMCO meeting of Jan. 30, 2011 and that the foreclosure research paper prepared by Sarah Lyra should be distributed and posted on NoMCO’s web site for all of NoMCO’s readership to read.  Sarah requested time to make changes and that the upgraded version should be the one posted.  Vicki Haas also stated that the minutes of this meeting were not taken (the Koppels were out of the country at that time), but attendance was taken and that publishing the attendance would substitute for the minutes of the Jan. 30, 2011 meeting.

The Chamber of Commerce is scheduled to meet Tues. Feb. 22, 2011 at noon at the Library.

The First Congregational Church is holding its annual Sweetheart Dance here this Saturday evening.

Gary Woll reported that the referendum for changing the village form of government was discussed at the past Rotary Club meeting and that elected officials (which included him) were not permitted to campaign one way or another on the issue.  As a private citizen, he could possibly issue a neutral statement to explain the issue.  If the referendum passes, the position of Mayor would be strengthened.  He would have the ability to make assignments subject to board approval.  Trustees would then be elected in local districts as in the past instead of in a village wide district as is now done.  The village discussed four candidates for acting village manager.  One was chosen with the intended monthly salary, but since the proceedings were done in executive session, he could not report the results to us.  An acting village manager is needed quickly since a budget is needed for May.  This should be on Tuesday’s board meeting agenda.

A movie entitled “Plenty of Good Women Dancers” was then shown.  This was a Philadelphia Folk Lore project.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:44 PM.
