Step back in time to 1864 … witness living large in an early 20th century home of 1,200 s.f.  … see the stunning results of one homeowner who found 21st century tradespeople with 19th century skills … learn energy saving tips you can apply to your own home, including simple solar devices … check out Maywood’s potential as evidenced by historic redevelopments in progress.
Maywood is 15 minutes directly west of downtown Chicago and an architectural kin to Oak Park and River Forest.  Developed just after the Chicago fire, early marketing materials promoted Maywood’s easy access to the city while offering solid housing on ample lots.  The same is true today.  Maywood has 17 properties listed on the National Register of Historic Places, also recognized as local landmarks.

In addition to the tour stops, many points and facts of interest will be pointed out.  The housewalk is sponsored by Neighbors of Maywood Community Organization (NoMCO) in conjunction with the Village of Maywood.
